· Essays must be handed in to the French office, each copy accompanied by a non-invigilated assessment cover sheet and an essay evaluation sheet (both completed where appropriate) by 4.00p.m. on Monday 9 January 2006. These sheets are available from outside the French Section office. Students who wish to receive feedback on their essay before the January examination must submit their essay by 4.00p.m. on Friday 16 December 2005.

Coursework topics

1.
‘In assessing French cultural representations of the Second World War, it can be suggested that the war is not so much the text of the best works as the pretext.’ Discuss, with reference to at least four works you have studied, including BOTH literary AND cinematic works.

2.
‘In France, since the end of the Second World War, political positions and attitudes under the Occupation have been presented in such a way as to render untenable a straightforward pro-Resistance reading of the war years’ (Margaret Atack). Discuss, with reference to a range of works/events you have studied.

3.
‘The past is not dead. It’s not even past’ (William Faulkner). Discuss, with reference to the French experience of the Occupation.

4.
Discuss the theme of responsibility and the Occupation years with reference to a range of works/events you have studied.

5.
‘In representing the Occupation years, the process of recalling is at least as important as the event being recalled.’ Discuss.
